Report by Volodymyr Topchii , Presidenet, AZU at the
EAZA 2022 general conference (September 27-
October 1, Albufeira, Portugal)

Ladies and gentlemen!
At this high meeting, I have the honor to represent the
Association of Zoos of Ukraine (AZU) that united 8§ leading
zoos of our country, which in their activities are guided by
the basic principles of zoo business, strive for high
standards of keeping animals and represent all regions of
Ukraine.

First of all, on behalf of the zoos - members of AZU, let me
express our deep gratitude to all organizations from Europe,
including the UK, the USA, Canada, New Zealand,
Australia and Japan, that found an opportunity to support
us during Russia's treacherous invasion of Ukraine. On the
AZU website, all our sponsors are listed personally.

Thank you to everyone who in this difficult time has
extended a helping hand to the zoos of Ukraine!

I thank the EAZA leadership for assuming the role of
coordinator to help Ukrainian zoos during the Russian
invasion of Ukraine.

We are grateful to the zoos of Lodz and Warsaw (Poland)
for organizing regular humanitarian assistance to Ukrainian
Z00S.

For 7 months since the beginning of the war, the Russian
occupiers have caused massive damage to Ukraine, killing
thousands of civilians, including 400 children. We still do
not know the exact number of the dead in Mariupol,
Volnovakha, Izium and other cities and towns.

Zoos of Ukraine during the war
The most difficult thing for everyone was the first month of
the war. Massive shelling and bombing.
Shortage of food and feed, fuel, problems with logistics,
water, and electricity.
There was a total destruction of infrastructure. Fear over the
unknown. Mass fleeing of the population. Inflation. Winter.
It was freezing cold until the end of March.
The war has united us and organized us. It gave us baptism
of fire.
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Each of our zoos now has its own military history, as well
as a history of assistance and mutual assistance.

All AZU members without an exception participated in
evacuation. They took care of housing animals from zoos,
pet’s corners and zoo centers of various forms of
ownership, from those parts of the country where there
were hostilities. For example, from "Feldman Eco-Park" in
the suburbs of Kharkiv and the zoo "12 months" near Kyiv,
from temporarily occupied territories — Berdyansk zoo, Safari
Park on the Arabatska Strilka, a reserve and zoo Askania-
Nova. We also distributed and used the financial assistance,
that had been received on the AZU account. To do that, we
created a special account "UKR ZOO".

Detailed reports on the use of all the funds were regularly
submitted to EAZA management.

Mykolaiv Zoo (founded in 1901) had to refuse to evacuate.

Since then, we have been fighting together. During the
aggression, eight rockets fell on the territory of Mykolaiv
zoo. Fortunately, none of the rockets exploded.

On February 26, Mykolaiv Zoo leadership decided to
withdraw from EARAZA and quit the presidium of
EARAZA. During the 7 months of Russian aggression, we
have not heard a single word of support from the former
colleagues.

Since February, Mykolaiv Zoo has started to receive
domestic animals from people who had left the city: from
aquarium fish to ponies, including lizards, snakes, turtles,
guinea pigs and parrots.

Children kindly asked to keep their pets and promised to
return for them after the war. “We become responsible,
forever, for what we have tamed”. This is my favorite
quote from one of my favorite books, The Little Prince,
Antoine de Saint-Exupery’s novel.

The city of Mykolaiv had a difficult situation with the
financing of utilities. And then we turned to the
international public for help.

We gave dozens of interviews to correspondents from
different countries. To help the zoo, ordinary people have
bought tickets online.

Since the beginning of spring, our animals began to breed.
Including Far Eastern leopards, servals, European lynx and
otters, macaw, white-shouldered eagles, dry-nosed geese
and many others.

On June 11, 2022, the city administration allowed us to
work on weekends, despite frequent shelling.

Today, Mykolaiv is very close to the front line, but the zoo
remains the only place where people can forget about the
war for at least a short time.

Mykolaiv Zoo is one of the oldest in the country, has a rich
history and extensive zoo collection, as well as experience
in breeding polar bears, snow leopards, Far Eastern
leopards.

It was forced to close and
deprived of 50% funding. Nevertheless, the zoo accepted
for housing animals from the zoo "12 months", as well as
more than 50 animals whose owners had fled abroad.

The zoo management is making heroic efforts to support

the staff and preserve the collection.

Odessa Zoo (founded in 1922). This year it turned 100.
This is the only zoo in Ukraine where Indian elephants are
being bred.

The zoo
took two white lions from the destroyed Feldman "Eco-
Park" for overexposure and built for them a separate
pavilion thanks to the patron. Volunteers provide great
assistance to the zoo.

BION Terrarium Center, Kyiv (founded in 1993) is an
authoritative center for breeding reptiles on international
level. From 1993 to 2021, 121 species of amphibians and
reptiles were bred in the center. There were created The
«Ekzoland» Zoo and the Educational Center «Responsible
Zooculture» at BION. The Center conducts an international
online project on herpetoculture.

BION released 4 issues of the magazine «Responsible
Herpetoculturey.

During the war, BION took in about 1000 reptiles, which
were rescued by soldiers of the Armed Forces of Ukraine
from a destroyed breeding center near Kharkiv (a separate
film was made about this, as well as about evacuated
animals from the «Ekzoland» Zoo).

OUR PLANS
Ukrainian Association of Zoos and Aquariums of Ukraine
(UAZA) was established in 2014
and reorganized into the Association of Zoos of Ukraine
(AZU) in 2021.
From the beginning of the war until today, the Association
of Zoos of Ukraine weekly holds video conferences where
operational issues are discussed and resolved.
The zoos conduct educational, environmental,
scientific work as planned.
In November, AZU press conference is planned at one of
the leading news agencies in Ukraine.

Today we do
need help to purchase fuel, generators, materials for
insulation of premises, animal feed, etc. All our needs
have a specific focus. That is surviving the winter. We
should remember that winter is coming and in many areas
of Ukraine the temperature drops - 20 degrees Celsius!

As previously reported, AZU distributes the received
funds not only to its members, but also it helps other
institutions that are in urgent need of help.

We really hope that next year will bring us victory and
relief!
